Context and Introduction to Unit Pupils will learn about the inequalities faced by members of social communities throughout the 20th Century to the Present Day and how groups and individuals have campaigned for the rights of peoples within society. Pupils will explore how these campaigns have changed the face of society in the UK and beyond including how this has impact the communities around them.

Prior knowledge (KS2/KS3) Pupils will have learnt about inequalities within society, in particular the issues faced by colonised peoples and how campaigns like the abolition campaign have aimed to bring about equity.
